Thanks to theHawai‘i AirNationalGuard (HIANG) theMuseum added a new
airplane to its collection. F-15 number 76-0063 flew with HIANG’s 199th

Fighter Squadron for sixteen years protecting the skies above the Pacific after
spending fifteen years flying for the USAF. TheMcDonald Douglas/Boeing
F-15 Eagle shares a hangar with theMuseum’s F-14Tomcat. Both Fighters can
be seen up close and personal on the Museum’s Aviator’s Tour.
